THE CHARITY TAX REFUND SCHEME (CHARITABLE DONATION SCHEMIE) is of
significant benefit to parishes, allowing them to increase their income at no additional cost
to parishioners. Through this scheme, parishes can reclaim tax paid on qualifying donations,
substantially increasing the value of those contributions. Where an individual (PAYE or self-
assessed) donates €250 or more in a year, the parish can claim a tax refund of 31% on a
grossed-up basis. In practical terms, a donation of €250 is worth €362.32 to the parish, as a
refund of €112.32 is reclaimed from Revenue. If you have received a form (CHY 3) from us
earlier this year, we kindly ask you to complete the form and return it to your local church
as soon as possible. Completed forms remain valid for five years, are stored securely in the
Parish Office, and are used solely for the purpose of making this refund claim. Thank you.
